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COURSE REGISTRATION | 
GRADING  
You cannot register for classes before your admission 
as a student at Angewandte. This means that you 
cannot register for classes before the mid of 
September in the winter semester and not before 
the mid of February in the summer semester (see ADMISSION). 

GENERAL INFORMATION 
• Being accepted for a study program at the Angewandte means that you are automatically 

eligible to participate in the main artistic course of that program. 
• In most of our study programs, the main artistic course is called Zentrales künstlerisches 

Fach (ZkF). Art Education and a few others though have no artistic major. 
• Attending the artistic major in your study program is mandatory. But in addition, you can 

also visit electives in any other department, provided that there is a free spot and it is 
part of your study programme (e.g Painting = Institute: Fine Arts) or it is open for co-
registration (see the Curriculum Allocation section at the bottom of every course listing). 

• We do not have a statutory program per level | per semester | per year. 
• There are no separate courses for exchange students nor is there a separate course list to 

choose from. Like any other student at the Angewandte, you can choose your courses 
individually. Most of the departments offer recommendations for exchange students, 
though. Therefore: Attend the kick-off meeting of your department at the beginning of the 
semester and reach out to your professors and study program coordinators. 

• In principle, exchange students are eligible for co-registration (Mitbelegung) at other 
Austrian universities, meaning that you can attend their classes. However, not all 
universities allow this, e.g., the University of Vienna. Before applying for co-registration, 
please check with your International Office back home. Please also note that courses 
attended at other universities will not appear in your official transcript from Angewandte. 

COURSE-SELECTION 
To simply browse our course 
offerings, you do not have to log in. 
Go to our base, choose semester -> 
choose your program out of all study 
programs -> choose the subject group 
out of curriculum subjects. To choose 
courses outside of your program: 

Similar procedure as above (browse all study programs), but you have to check the 
Curriculum Allocation section (below the course) to see if co-registration is possible or not. 

• Detailed course information (examination modalities, co-registration, curriculum allocation, 
ECTS, meeting times, location, etc.) is provided in the description of each course. Please 
note that diploma study programs are divided into a 1. section (= BA-level) and a 2. 
section (= MA-level). 

• Be aware that course descriptions are available in English only if teaching staff provided

Changes | Learning Agreement – During the Mobility

their Pre-Mobility (O)LA. 

• If your host university did not sign the LA online, then you need to create a completely 
new Learning Agreement for the changes. 

• If your host university signed online, then you can choose the option “Apply Changes” and 
add/delete courses. 

• It is important to also update Table B to clarify how the courses will be recognized at the 
home institution. 

• Once everything is ready, the student re-signs the OLA online and the agreement is 
automatically re-sent to the responsible persons at both universities.

GERMAN 
LANGUAGE REQUIREMENTS 

• We do not request a language certificate from our incoming exchange students. 
Nevertheless, we strongly recommend a basic knowledge of German as the general 
teaching language at our university is German. For Communication Design, Language 
Arts, Stage Design, Studies in Arts and Culture, and Expanded Museum Studies a 
German level of B2 is obligatory. 

• We expect a profound knowledge of English (B2) from all exchange students because 
in most departments, English is commonly used as a working language. There are 
study programmes offered in English (Architecture, Art & Science, Cross-Disciplinary 
Strategies, Social Design, Transformation Studies. Art X Science), all of which require 
knowledge of English on an academic level (min. C1). Currently, the Angewandte does 
not offer English courses. 

• Please note that theory classes (excl. English speaking programs) can be hard to 
follow without a substantial knowledge of German. 

• We recommend attending a German course before and during your exchange in 
Vienna. Erasmus+ students will be registered for the Online Language Support (OLS) by 
their home university. 

• The International Office partners with Innes Institute (innesvienna.net) to offer a free 
German course. Only limited spots available. Please note: As this course is not part 
of our study programs, the course will not be listed on your official Transcript of 
Records from Angewandte. However, your home university may recognize the 
certificate of 6 ECTS. Please ask back at your home institution. 

You can also opt to attend other German classes, for example at the Sprachenzentrum 
(sprachenzentrum.univie.ac.at/en) of the University of Vienna or at a language tandem or so-
called Sprachcafé which is for free: wienxtra.at/jugendinfo/infos-von-a-z/deutsch-sprechen-
sprachcafes/. Apps and virtual platforms like duolingo.com can be a helpful addition to your 
learning process.

Residence registration in Austria: within 90 (max. 120) days after your arrival 
Residence de-registration from Vienna: within 3 days before your departure 

RESIDENCE REGISTRATION IN VIENNA 
     
UPON ARRIVAL Within three working days of arriving in Austria, you must complete 

and submit a Residence Registration form, either as a main or 
secondary resident. NOTE: If you register as a main resident, you will 
need to deregister or secondary register in the country you lived 
before, so registering as a secondary resident in Vienna is 
recommended. 

You can submit the Residence Registration form at any of the Municipal Registration Service 
Centres (Meldeamt) in any of the Vienna District Offices (Magistratisches Bezirksamt):  
https://www.wien.gv.at/verwaltung/meldeservice/stellen.html 
You can either go to one of these centres Monday through Friday (except national holidays) 
from 8:00-11:30 or set up an individual appointment here. 
 
DOCUMENTS REQUIRED FOR REGISTRATION IN VIENNA 
• Passport or European ID-Card 
• Registration form (Meldezettel): This form has to be signed both by your landlord*lady 

and by you. Landlord*lady can also be your flatmate. Further information can be found 
on the website of the City of Vienna. 

• Once you have successfully registered, you will receive a Confirmation of Registration 
(Meldebestätigung). Please keep this Meldebestätigung until the end of your stay. 

 
BEFORE LEAVING You are required to deregister within 3 working days before or after 

leaving Vienna. You can deregister at any of the Registration Service 
Centres (Meldeamt) in one of the Vienna District Offices 
(Magistratisches Bezirksamt). You have to bring a completed De-
Registration form as well as a passport or EU-ID. If necessary, you can 
also de-register via snail mail. Further information can be found here. 
Please note: If you forget to deregister, you might face a fee of € 700. 

RESIDENCE REGISTRATION IN AUSTRIA

• All others, please read the Chapter Visa for Citizens of Third Countries below. 

If you are staying in Austria for longer than 90 days (goodwill time: 120 days), you additionally 
have to apply for a Confirmation of Registration (Anmeldebescheinigung) at the Immigration

How to Receive a Confirmation of Registration (Anmeldebescheinigung): 
You have to attach photocopies of the following documents to the personally signed 
application form. Make sure to bring the official documents to your appointment: 

• Passport or valid ID card 
• Proof of health insurance covering all risks (e.g. European Health Insurance Card, 

insurance policy or the student insurance called Studierendenselbstversicherung) 
• Proof of sufficient financial means, e.g., savings book or bank account statemens, 

traveller’s cheques (the amounts vary from case to case) 
• Confirmation of enrollment (Studienbestätigung) issued by Angewandte (download via 

Online Services. 

Translation of documents: It is recommended not only to have documents notarized but also 
to have them translated, as the Austrian residence authority may require this based on 
statutory provisions. Certain public documents issued by EU countries do not need to be 
certified or translated. In this case, a translation can be skipped if the public document is 
accompanied by a multilingual standard form, which has to be attached to the document by 
the authority of the issuing country. Documents issued in English may be accepted. 
The authority may demand further documents depending on the individual case. 
Costs: approx. EUR 15 

VISA FOR CITIZENS OF THIRD COUNTRIES 
In general, please read the information provided by the Austrian National Agency: 
oead.at/en/to-austria/entry-and-residence/visa-c-or-visa-d 
 
A Visa D entitles you to enter and stay in Austria. It can be granted for a duration from 91 days 
to 6 months. (Mostly) holders of a Visa D also enjoy freedom of movement to other Schengen 
countries for up to 90 days provided that they fulfil the general entry conditions (Check: If you 
only allowed to enter once or more times). If you need a residence permit for more than 180 
days, please get in touch with the International Office. You have to apply for the visa in person 
at the competent Austrian representative authority (embassy, consulate with power to issue 
visa) in your country of residence before travelling to Austria. The visa will then be issued by 
that authority. In the OeAD checklist, you will find a list of all documents that are required for a 
visa application.

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GETTING AROUND 
PUBLIC TRANSPORT (Wiener Linien) 

As an exchange student in Vienna, you’ll probably use public 
transport a lot — for getting to university, exploring the city and 
meeting friends. Wiener Linien offers different ticket options, and if 
you are under 26 years old, there is a very affordable annual pass. 

THE ANNUAL YOUTH PASS UNDER AGE OF 26 (JAHRESKARTE JUGEND) 

From January 1, 2026, the Annual Pass Youth (Jahreskarte Jugend) – printed or digital - 
replaces the previous semester ticket and holiday monthly ticket. It’s available to everyone 
under the age of 26, no matter whether you’re a student or not.  

• Validity: 1 year in the core zone of Vienna (all metro, tram, bus lines, with some 
exceptions like special express services).  

• Start date: You can choose any first day of the month as the start date.  
• Payment: One-off payment (€ 294 – 300) or monthy direct debit (€ 309 – 315).  

A digital ticket is slightly cheaper. 

NOTE: Early cancellation of the annual ticket may be possible if you registered in Vienna as 
main residence (not secondary residence). However, the International Office cannot guarantee 
that an early termination will be approved. 

31 DAYS - TICKETS 

You can also buy 31-days tickets for all passengers. Monthly passes are available through the 
same WienMobil Ticketshop or app.  

• Start date: You can choose any day to start your pass. 
• Costs: € 65,20 per 31 days 

GOING BY (E-)BIKE OR E-SCOOTER 
Using bicycles is common among students and bike lanes are fairly established in Vienna. You 
may find a second-hand bike here: willhaben.at. In springtime, also watch out for bike flea 
markets. If you need to DIY-repair your bike or look for a cheap bike: fahrrad.wuk.at, 
bikekitchen.net or flickerei.at/flickerei-fahrradselbshilfewerkstatt. You can also buy or rent 
cargo bikes: graetzlrad.wien/bike/3rad or fahrrad.wuk.at/angebote/lastentransport. If you do 
not want to buy an (e-)bike, you may rent one with a student discount (from € 15,90/month) 
from swapfiets.at/en-AT/vienna. 
 
WIEN MOBIL RAD STATIONS (Bike Sharing) 
Bikes can be hired at over 120 bike stations across Vienna. They can be returned at any empty 
bikebox at any station. They are available around the clock, the whole year. Starting off from 
35Cts / 30min. If you are a holder of a Wiener Linien long-term ticket, it costs half the price:

GOING BY CAR | TAXI 
 

If you plan on coming to Vienna by car, please make sure to find a spot to park. You can 
purchase a ticket for park & ride garages (min. 4,60€ per day, see websites for monthly rates): 
parken.at. All districts in Vienna are short-term parking zones which can become quite pricey 
(1h = € 3,40). If you stop for less than 15min, it is for free. You can get the free 15min-tickets 
(purple) in every kiosk (Trafik) or via the app Handyparken. 

CAR SHARING & CABS 
You can register for car sharing in Vienna with Free2move: free2move.com/at (from 
0,31€/min) or gomore.at. The usual way to order a taxi in Vienna (which is safe) is to stop it on 
the street side or to call +43 1 31100 (App: Taxi 31300) or +43 1 40100 (App: Taxi 40100). 
Furthermore, you can go by uber.com and bolt.eu. 

GOING BY TRAIN | BUS 
 

If you come and go by train or want to see more of Austria, please check out the Austrian 
Federal Train Service (Österreichische Bundesbahn): oebb.at (or the westbahn.at) 
The Österreichische Bundesbahn also has interesting offers such as the following: 

• Einfach-raus-ticket (2-5 people for € 38-50): oebb.at/de/tickets-kundenkarten/freizeit-

The Vienna International Busterminal is located in Vienna-Erdberg (close to the U3 subway 
station). You can purchase bus tickets via flixbus.at or tickets.vib-wien.at/en. 

GOING BY PLANE 
 

You find heaps of offers and comparison websites for getting to Vienna by plane (e.g. 
skyscanner.at) online. To get to town from the airport, the easiest way is to take the S7 
(schnellbahn-wien.at/web/flughafen_wien-schwechat.html) or the REX-trains from the 
Viennese airport which is located in Vienna-Schwechat. The City Airport Train is a bit faster 
but pricey (cityairporttrain.com). There are also cheap connections via bus (approx. 1h) from 
or to the nearby airport in Bratislava, Slovakia.

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HOUSING  
Angewandte does not own any living accomodations. Please 
make use of the extensive lists provided below to find suitable 
housing. The main buildings of our university are located in the 
1st district (”Innere Stadt”) in Vienna. The 2nd district 
(“Leopoldstadt”) and 3rd district (“Landstrasse”) are nearby. 
But as long as your accommodation is close to a subway or tram 
station, every other district will work as well. Public transport in 
Vienna is reliable and very well established. Also, going by bicycle is 
very common. Last but not least, Vienna is a pretty safe city for living, but still - STAY SAFE! 

STUDENT RESIDENCIES | DORMITORIES 
 
Usually, you have to pay a deposit and have to stay for a certain period time. If the proposed 
time period on a contract exceeds your planned stay in Vienna, inform your contact person 
that you are here on exchange. Most agencies will consider changing the dates for you. 
You can get an overview of all student residencies (with additional information about 
accessibility) on this website and a list of free rooms in student residencies here. 
Other helpful resources are: oejab.at/en/students/dormitories, viennabase.at, 
home4students.at, stuwo.at, wihast.at, akademikerhilfe.at/en/vienna, the-fizz.com/student-
accommodation/vienna 
OeAD student housing (oeadstudenthousing.at) provides spots in their student residencies and 
small flats for recipients of OeAD grants, Erasmus students, (exchange) students in general and 
visiting professors. Please read the conditions and the FAQs carefully and consider applying as 
soon as possible (registration fee: ca. € 35, deposit: rent price x 2). In the summer months, 
they also rent out their rooms for short-term stays.  

APARTMENTS | SHARED FLATS  
 

The advantage of choosing to rent or share a flat with other students is that you usually do not 
have to pay commission fees (but a security deposit) plus it is really common for students 
here in Vienna. It is advisable to be in Vienna whilst looking for a room, but video interviews 
may work, too. You will probably not find many options for a shared room earlier than 2 
months before the start of your stay. Sometimes we receive offers from our students | staff 
who have a room | apartment for rent, which we will forward to all incoming students. In 
general, shared rooms cost between € 450-700 per month (incl. utility bills), single 
apartments start from approx. € 700-1.000 (incl. utility bills). Regarding monthly living costs, 
you may find orientation here: studyinaustria.at/en/living/living-costs 
 
Please watch out for fake adverts online. If you are unsure about an offer or just want to re-
check, do not hesitate to contact the International Office.

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WORKING |  
MOBILE PHONES  
 
If you consider taking up a job during your time in Vienna, you 
have to make sure to have (or obtain) a valid work permit. Due 
to the Schengen Agreement, EU-citizens will not have any 
troubles looking for a job in Vienna. Third Country Nationals have to apply for a work permit.

Watch out – you might receive job/internship offers through Angewandte, too! 

WORK PERMIT FOR THIRD COUNTRY NATIONALS 
Third Country Nationals who are in possession of a residence permit for Austria are generally 
permitted gainful employment during their studies in Austria. The provisions of the Act 
Governing the Employment of Foreign Nationals have to be followed. Still, students who are 
nationals of third countries need a work permit for gainful employment. And always keep in 
mind: The successful course of studies must not be compromised by your job. 
 
Students can obtain a work permit for employment for up to 20 hours weekly. Full time 
employment is possible for all lecture-free periods. The work permit has to be applied for by 
the employer at the employment service (Arbeitsmarktservice - AMS) at least 6 weeks before 
the beginning of the employment. It is only valid for this specific job with this specific 
employer. Other than that, you may also have work authorization noted on your visa or a 
specific Visa D for interns if you are planning an internship. 
 
Please note: A work permit is also necessary for minimum income work (geringfügige 
Beschäftigung). You do not need a work permit for an unpaid internship (up to 3 months) but 
you still have to be registered at the employment service (Arbeitsmarktservice - AMS) by the 
employer at least 4 weeks beforehand. Please update yourself on these topics as regulations 
may change. Further information can be found on the oead.at/en/to-austria/entry-and-
residence of the Austrian National Agency. 

MOBILE PHONES | AUSTRIAN (E-)SIM-CARD 
 

For a selection of mobile phone companies incl. prepaid SIM cards offers, visit: 
tarife.at/telefon-internet/handytarife. For students from within the EU: EU roaming allows you 
to use your home mobile plan across member countries without extra charges, but fair-use 
rules limit this to a maximum of 4 months roaming within 6 months. Exceeding these limits 
may result in additional fees or the need to buy a local (E-)SIM.

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INSURANCE | MENTAL 
HEALTH SUPPORT |

HEALTH INSURANCE 
In general, you will need to contact your insurance agency at your 
home country for information about your health coverage abroad (especially for topics such as 
reimbursement, in-network physicians, and so forth). 

EUROPEAN HEALTH INSURANCE CARD | EHIC (EUROPEAN STUDENTS) 
• The European Health Insurance Card is recognized in most European countries. 
• The distribution of the European Health Insurance Card may differ from country to 

country. 
• The European Health Insurance Card is only valid at healthcare providers covered by 

the health insurance scheme provided by law in Austria (Kassenarzt|-ärztin). If you go 
to a private doctor or private clinic, you will not be able to use your European Health 
Insurance Card (or it will only cover parts of your costs). 

IF YOU DO NOT HAVE HEALTH INSURANCE OR ARE IN NEED OF ADDITIONAL COVERAGE 
• The Student Health Insurance Basic is an all-risk student health insurance: feelsafe.at 
• Expat Insurance – tailor-made (health) insurance plans, also for study cancellation: 

expatinsurance.eu 
• Austrian Public Health Insurance: Österreichische Gesundheitskasse (ÖGK) for self-

health insurance for students (Selbstversicherung für Studierende). Note: You can only 
cancel the insurance after a six months-insurance period:

• Care Austria Health Insurance (care-concept.de/krankenversicherung/care_austria) is 
made to meet the special needs of foreign nationals in Austria. 

ACCIDENT & LIABILITY INSURANCE 
When going on exchange, in addition to your health insurance, you also need accident and 
liability insurances. Luckily, this is partially covered by the Student Union fee as soon as you are 
officially enrolled: oeh.ac.at/en/study-2/insurance/. Note that the coverage applies only on 
campus or field-trips. No deductibles have to be paid. Besides that, private liability insurance is 
recommended (e.g., if you are not co-insured with your parents). 

MENTAL HEALTH SUPPORT (short-term support) 
Going abroad can be a troubling situation. Therefore, our university offers short-term mental 
support regarding problems, conflicts, and crises related to work and personal issues. (e.g.: 
conflicts in your study environment and/or work restrictions, uncertainties, and anxiety – also 
with regard to the planning of your future, stressful mental states and addiction problems).

HISTORY AND EDUCATIONAL 
MISSION OF THE ANGEWANDTE 

Founded in 1867 in the heart of Vienna, then capital of the Habsburg Empire, the Imperial 
Royal Arts and Crafts School marked a decisive step toward modern artistic education. Closely 
affiliated with the Imperial Royal Austrian Museum of Art and Industry (today the MAK), it 
followed the model of London’s South Kensington Museum (now the Victoria & Albert 
Museum), combining collections, education, and applied research. Its aim was to train artists, 
designers, and teachers capable of shaping an emerging industrial society. 

The school’s main building on Vienna’s Ringstraße, designed by Heinrich von Ferstel, opened 
in 1877 and remains in use today. From the outset, the institution distinguished itself by 
admitting female students, a progressive move that set it apart from many contemporary 
academies. Among its early graduates was Gustav Klimt, whose work would soon help define 
Viennese Modernism. 

Around 1900, the school underwent a decisive transformation toward modern aesthetics. 
Under director Felician von Myrbach, supported by reformers such as Otto Wagner, the Arts 
and Crafts School became one of the birthplaces of Austrian Art Nouveau. Teachers including 
Koloman Moser, Josef Hoffmann, and Alfred Roller—who later served as director—shaped a 
radically new understanding of design and artistic practice. Students such as Oskar Kokoschka 
embodied this break with historical precedent and the move toward expressive, individual 
form. 

After the collapse of the monarchy, the institution lost its “Imperial Royal” title but maintained 
its artistic ambition. Educational innovator Franz Čižek introduced influential youth art classes, 
while architects Josef Frank, Oskar Strnad, and Oswald Haerdtl redefined Viennese spatial 
design. During this period, women increasingly took on leading roles: Erika Giovanna Klien 
became a central figure of Viennese Kinetism, and Margarete Schütte-Lihotzky, a graduate of 
the school, revolutionized everyday life with the Frankfurt Kitchen, a milestone of modern 
architecture and social housing. 

The National Socialist era marked one of the darkest chapters in the school’s history. Teachers 
and students were expelled, persecuted, or silenced, artistic freedom was curtailed, and parts 
of the institution were instrumentalized for propaganda purposes. After 1945, rebuilding was 
slow but determined. The postwar decades brought expansion and renewal, symbolized by the 
extension along the Vienna Canal designed by Karl Schwanzer in the 1960s. 
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From the late 1970s onward, the Angewandte evolved into an internationally oriented, 
experimental university. Under figures such as Oswald Oberhuber and Rudolf Burger, the 
institution embraced interdisciplinarity and conceptual openness. Influential teachers and 
guest lecturers—including Hans Hollein, Maria Lassnig, Joseph Beuys, Karl Lagerfeld, Jil 
Sander, Wolf D. Prix, Peter Weibel, Birgit Jürgenssen and Brigitte Kowanz - shaped 
generations of students and reinforced the university’s global reputation. 

Between 2000 and 2023, Rector Dr. Gerald Bast led the Angewandte into the 21st century, 
strengthening its international profile and promoting dialogue between art, science, and 
society. New research formats, interdisciplinary platforms, and socially engaged artistic 
practices became central to the university’s identity. 

A new chapter began in November 2025, when Dr. Ulrike Kuch assumes the role of Rector. 
With her background in architectural theory and academic leadership, she represents 
continuity and renewal - carrying forward the Angewandte’s long-standing commitment to 
openness, diversity, and creative experimentation. 

Today, the University of Applied Arts Vienna stands as a vibrant, boundary-crossing institution 
- deeply rooted in history, yet constantly redefining itself through innovation, inclusivity, and 
critical artistic practice.

WALKING | CYCLING | WEEKEND TRIPS 
You can find free walking tours here: wien.info/de/sehen-erleben/wien-entdecken/touren-
guides/gratis-touren-347240.

Bratislava, Prague, and Budapest are perfect for weekend trips and the 
Semmering is the closest mountain to Vienna for hiking tours and skiing. 

VIENNA WOODS | LAINZER TIERGARTEN | STEINHOFGRÜNDE 
Have a look around the vineyards at the Kahlenberg as well as the big Viennese woods. In fall, 
you can drink Austrian young wine named “Sturm” which can make you quite drunk �������. Here 
you can find everything about the Heurigen-tradition: badvoeslau-tourismus.at/heurigen-abc. 
In the Lainzer Tiergarten (lainzer-tiergarten.at), you can either have a good hike (or walk) or 
just stroll around with friends and visit the Hermesvilla. The Steinhofgründe are a very special 
spot in Vienna (https://www.stadtbekannt.at/spaziergaenge/ein-stueck-stadtgeschichte-die-
steinhofgruende/): You can do sports, hang around in the sun, or visit the Art Nouveau church 
of Otto Wagner. You can also visit the memorial and learn more about the dark history of Nazi 
Austria: gedenkstaettesteinhof.at/en. 

OPEN-AIR BATHING | INDOOR BATHING 
Vienna has great water quality (even the tap water is mountain water), so swimming in the 
Danube in the summertime can be real fun. Later in summer, we recommend the “Neue 
Donau” as its water is the freshest. Ask locals for recommendations and take care; there may 
be strange people at some spots. 
Bathing at the Danube island (“Donauinsel”): wien.gv.at/freizeit/baden/natur/donauinsel 
Bathing at the Old Danube (“Alte Donau”): wien.gv.at/umwelt/gewaesser/alte-
donau/erholung.  
Bathing at more silent spots: wien.gv.at/freizeit/baden/natur/naturbadegewaesser or 
susi.at/blog/top-10-schwimmen-in-wien-geheimtipps. Vienna also has a famous public bathing 
beach called “Gänsehäufel” (wikipedia.org/wiki/Gänsehäufel). It is an island with very 
interesting architecture of the 1940s surrounded by the Old Danube. There you can have a 
swim in the Danube and in open-air swimming pools.  
If you want to experience something a bit outside of Vienna (but still easy to reach), try a jump 
into the wild and cold Danube at “Strombad Kritzendorf”: 
klosterneuburg.at/Strombad_Kritzendorf. You can reach it via city train S40 (Franz Joseph-
Bahnhof). You may also check out the Art Nouveau thermal open-air swimmingpool of the 
during the Austro-Hungarian Empire in Bad Fischau. 
  
When it is too cold for outdoor swimming, have some fun at indoor swimming pools. Some of 
them even have really special architecture: theculturetrip.com/europe/austria/articles/10-of-
viennas-best-indoor-swimming-pools. In the cold season, Austria also offers really good spa 
experiences, especially in Styria where we have thermal water deposits. One very stunning 
(but also very pricey) spa is the Rogner Therme Blumau designed by Friedensreich 
Hundertwasser (blumau.com). You may also find cheaper options in the Czech Republic or in 
Hungary.

On November 1st, on All Saint’s day, it is a very special 
Christian tradition to visit the graves of ancestors, so the cemeteries in whole Austria are 
basically packed with people.

Be part of a food-coop (Solidarische Landwirtschaft: foodcoops.at/bestehende-foodcoops) or take 
part in urban gardening (Gemeinschaftsgarten) garteln-in-wien.at/gemeinschaftsgaerten-und-
nachbarschaftsgaerten or buy at our (farmer) markets (wien.gv.at/freizeit/einkaufen/maerkte), use 
food-sharing platforms (foodsharing.at) and have a look into crowdfarming (crowdfarming.com) or 
get your fresh eco box (Biokistl): umweltberatung.at/biokistl-anbieterinnen-aus-oesterreich. Also 
have a look at the website mundraub.org, where you can harvest fruit and veggies from ownerless 
plants for free.

and bicycles whenever possible). You can borrow transport bikes for free (see GETTING AROUND). 
• AVOID DIGITAL WASTE As good as digitalization is, and as helpful as it is for climate-friendly 
reactions, it is also important to keep the following in mind: Toxic metals of electronic devices lead 
to air-/soil-/water pollution, so maintain your electronics and donate or recycle your electronic 
gadgets, buy energy star rated electronics, delete data and e-mails which you do not read or need 
anymore (key word: waste cloud). Documentary recommendation: welcome-to-sodom.com  
• LIVE GREEN: Beautify your room | your studio with plants, turn off lights when not needed, turn 
off stand-by devices (multipoint plug with an on-off-button), consider whether you actually need to 
print documents, be a conscious user of our clean water, and last but not least be a social, caring 
and kind person. Consider volunteering at NGOs, e.g., at caritas-wien.at or vinzi.at ������

YOUR STAY  
EXTENDING YOUR STAY 
Extending your stay is a possibility if you begin your stay at Angewandte in the winter 
semester. If you start your stay at Angewandte in the summer semester and want to extend 
into the winter semester, you have to re-apply through our system (deadline: 15. April). Plus, 
new applicants will always take priority over extending students! To extend your stay, please 
check in with your home institution about a new nomination, acceptance letter, confirmation 
of stay (1 sem./2. sem.), transcript of records, new learning agreement, etc., and also consider 
the requirements at Angewandte: 
 

• Step 1: Your department at the Angewandte and your home university both need to 
confirm the extension of the stay to our International Office via e-mail. 

• Step 2: Register once again with the Student Office. For this, you will have to fill in the 
registration form once more and send it to studien@uni-ak.ac.at as soon as the 
general admission window opens. 

• Step 3: Pay your Student Union fee and register for courses after you are enrolled! If 
you don’t pay the semester fee for the next semester, you will be exmatriculated! 

AFTER YOUR MOBILITY 
After your stay at Angewandte has concluded, you will receive your Confirmation of Stay 
through our mobility platform in the form of an automated e-mail. If you need to get it signed 
differently, you may use your own form. Pre-fill it with your personal information as well as the 
teaching period and then send it to international.office@uni-ak.ac.at. The responsible person 
is Astrid Anna Behrens (astrid.behrens@uni-ak.ac.at), Head of International Office. 
 
Get your TRANSCRIPT OF RECORDS: 

• Contact your professors | teachers and let them know that you need your grades as 
soon as possible to finish your stay abroad. For the winter semester, professors must 
register grades by 28.02. (or backdate the grade to 28.02.). Otherwise, it will not 
show up in your transcript. For the summer term, the deadline is September 30. 

• Check whether you have received all your grades via Online Services (>PDF-Aktuell > 
Zeugnisse) (You have received your login data at the beginning of the semester from 
the Student Office, see chapter Online Services). Once you have received all your 
grades, download your Transcript of Records from Online Services and submit it to 
your International Office back home. 
 

 
Note: Make sure that you get your Learning Agreement(s) (if applicable) signed before the 
semester ends. Deregister your residence status in Vienna. Fill in the surveys you may 
receive by e-mail. And finally, become a part of Angewandte’s alumni network ARTist:
